An Index has been provided at the end of this publication which lists all programs of study 
alphabetically.  Each program has been referenced to a page containing information directly 
related to that program. Certain terms will refer to the other occupational title an example of this 
is Physician –See Medicine.  Noteworthy are several descriptors that are included in the listing.

Start Dates 
 
Where possible, start dates have been indicated. Some programs are offered on a continuous 
entry basis. All information should be verified by contacting the school directly.  Addresses and 
telephone numbers are listed in the back of this document. Start dates are not included for 
programs at Memorial University of Newfoundland (MUN). MUN operates on a four semester 
basis (i.e., Fall, Winter, Spring & Summer) and individuals should check with the faculty or 
school for the start dates of specific programs. 
 
Pending Enrollment 
 
Not all programs listed are offered on a regular basis. Some schools offer courses if and when 
they have sufficient students. Individuals are advised to contact the school directly for further 
details.  
 
Pending Government Approval 
 
Courses have been marked "pending government approval" when according to the institute, final 
approval has not been received from the Department of Education. Individuals are advised to 
contact the particular school directly to verify whether the course has been approved.  
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Contract Training  
 
Where applicable, programs have been marked “contract training.” This refers to programs 
which are paid for through some form of government or private sector sponsorship. These 
programs are often outside the regular offerings of the school and additional enrollment in these 
programs may or may not be possible. Contact the appropriate post-secondary institutions for 
more details.
